


n addition to the physical and educational impact, Chlldren are often scarred
psychologically as they face death within their own families on a regular basis.
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Compounding that trauma, many people stigmatize those living with AIDS — and their
tamily members. Children of those infected with AIDS are often alienated by their
extended families and communities. Even after their parents die, those who should care
for them often turn them away for fear of further infection. The effect on children’s
mental health can be devastating, leading to depression and post-traumatic stress.
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Daminishing Social Safely N
n the hard hit countries of Uganda and Kenya, the
traditional safety net of extended family is strained. In the
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slums of" Nairobi and Kampala, it has all but disintegrated.
In villages in Northern Uganda, only children and a few
aged grandparents remain. The most vulnerable members of communities are left to care
for themselves and each other. The United Nations reports that 33% of the households in

Northern Uganda are headed by orphaned children.
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ports Outreach Institute believes that Christian intervention into the lives of children
impacted by AIDS makes a crucial difference between those who are able to overcome the
loss of their parents and succeed and those who don’t!
