Again, Tonya 
smiled and shared how in school she had studied about the 
English missionary named David Livingston. Livingston 
had wanted to come to Africa and tell others about Jesus, 
but many people tried to discourage him by reminding him 
that he would never go to Africa because he did not know 
the languages or anything about the place. Livingston 
is quoted as saying, “Without Christ, not one step; with 
Him, anywhere.”

When I was in Kampala this past January, I visited Tonya and her mother. Tonya is doing well in school and shared with 
me her plans to go to university and become a teacher.
